CLINIC VISIT NOTE

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is seen with complaints of congestion, cough and positive COVID at home.
Cough, sore throat, and flu for the past 20 days, continued cough with hoarseness and lethargy with positive COVID test, diagnosed 06/10/2022 with slight sore throat and right ear pain, given Rx of Paxlovid 06/10/2022. Husband with COVID too.

PRESENT ILLNESS: COVID in the office positive. The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hyperlipidemia, GERD, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PHENERGAN, LEVAQUIN, DOXYCYCLINE, CLINDAMYCIN, MORPHINE and STEROIDS.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than husband having COVID also.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Chart reviewed. Old records reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rash or lesions. Extremities: Without discoloration or rashes. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray showed no acute abnormality.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup COVID with possible pneumonia with negative x-ray.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin and dexamethasone as requested with repeat prescription for Z-PAK, to take over-the-counter Mucinex.
