She denies any depression, sadness, mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts I appreciate her motivation and compliance with the treatment. She denies any symptoms of hallucination, delusion, mood swings, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. The patient was provided reality orientation and also appreciated her compliance. She was reassured about her safety and side effect. She describes she is doing better and she would like to continue with the same. No side effect of the medication.
ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic with ADD, status post left knee replacement status post pain in the shoulder.
PLAN: I will continue on Vyvanse 60 mg daily, which she has been taking for a longtime and has been doing good and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. 30-day supply ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects are explained. The patient understands and has not been misusing the medications but consistent with compliance. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
