Leonard was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment and described that he is feeling fine.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard was in a good mood, pleasant affect. He denies any depression. Denies any hallucination or any mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He claimed he is feeling pretty good. He had no problem with sleep or appetite, taking all his medications. He has been taking medications for his diabetes and following treatment with his internist. The patient’s medications were reviewed and reconciled. He provided understanding and insight into his treatment and his motivations towards compliance that has been holding on not to be hospitalized. He described he is feeling a lot better and has been taking all his medications. Medication does not cause any problem. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thought. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. His judgment and insight has been improving. He is living with his wife and he reported that he has good relationship with his wife. He said mild tremors are there but not as much. He can communicate appropriately. The patient was seen via audio as his cell phone does not work for the video. I have renewed each and every medication. Risk and benefit were explained.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable, diabetes mellitus, and mild involuntary tremors.
PLAN: Continue Abilify 30 mg daily, Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Celexa 20 mg daily, and hydroxyzine 50 mg at bedtime for sleep. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effect were explained. Prognosis is guarded.
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
