The patient was seen via Doxy and he has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Dennis was happy, pleasant and cooperative. He reported that he has been doing great. No concern or no stress. He is talking about his medication is working and he is taking all his medications. He denies any depression, sadness, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. He claimed that he has been following outpatient treatment at VA hospital for his medical condition. He is aware about that his EKG should be checked frequently, but since the doses of trazodone was decreased to 50 mg he has not shown any problem of any dizziness or any tachycardia or any problem. He was alert and oriented, mildly obese Caucasian male living with his wife and brother-in-law. His mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. His immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Thought process was coherent and logical. His abstraction ability was fair. Judgment and insight are improved. He has above average intelligence. 
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, depressed, symptomatically stable, hypertension, arthritis, hypothyroidism, and coronary artery disease.
PLAN: Continue Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime and Depakote ER 500 mg b.i.d. 30-day supply of the medication was ordered. Risks, benefits, and side effects explained. The patient is also having medications for his hypertension and arthritis. He claimed he is taking Motrin, not any narcotics and has been feeling all right. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.
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
