The patient was seen via Doxy and he has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie described that he is doing very well. He is feeling great. He is taking his medications. He denies any depression, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any paranoid delusion. He is getting along well with his wife and is living with his family and claimed that medication has been helping. It appears to me that while he was talking to me his wife was sitting by the side and it appears to me that I also explained that since he has been taking consistently his medication, he has maintained his stability to which he is agreed. He is on Seroquel 400 mg in dividing doses and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. He was alert, oriented and tall Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought was organized. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was limited. Judgment and insight are limited. He has average intelligence. There was no involuntary movement. No symptoms of akathisia or restlessness or tremors.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, stable.
PLAN: Continue Seroquel 300 mg at bedtime and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. The patient has sufficient supply of the medication. There was no prescription was ordered. Follow up appointment was given in 30 days.
