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REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Chest pain and the patient had history of coronary artery disease.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 55-year-old male with a history of coronary artery disease status post bypass surgery. Recently, the patient is complaining of episodes of chest pain. Chest pain is substernal pressure like sensation. It increased with activity. The patient is referred to me for evaluation of chest pain. The patient denied nausea, vomiting, diaphoresis, or syncope.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Coronary artery disease, chronic back pain, chronic kidney disease, hyperlipidemia, and methadone-dependence.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg daily, atorvastatin 40 mg daily, clopidogrel 75 mg daily, isosorbide mononitrate 30 mg daily, metoprolol tartrate 25 mg two times daily, pantoprazole, tramadol, and multivitamins.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient smokes half pack per day. No history of alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: No history of premature coronary artery disease or cardiac dysrhythmia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis. Neurological: No history of seizure disorder or TIA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/74 mmHg, pulse rate 64, respirations 16, and weight is 130 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
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CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Coronary artery disease, status post bypass surgery.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has episodes of chest pain with a given history of the patient’s coronary artery disease. I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram and a treadmill test. Depending of the findings of the above studies, we will decide further management.
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
