CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Circulation problem.

HPI: The patient is a 72-year-old male who first presented to the office on 02/20/2019 at which time he noted circulation problems. He had noted that he has a history of a torn ligament dating to 1965. He then experienced a slip and fall approximately 7-8 years ago. He had then started having pain and swelling in approximately 2018. He had noted swelling of the knee. He has further noted some difficulty in walking and attributed his problems to circulation problems of the right leg. He had subsequently been lost the followup following his initial workup. He returned today noting that his right leg pain has worsened. He further reports right knee pain, which he attributes to a torn meniscus.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Varicose vein.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Torn meniscus right knee.

2. Abdominal hernia.

MEDICATIONS: Benazepril 40 mg daily, enteric coated aspirin 81 mg one daily, vitamin B6 one daily, vitamin B12 one daily, Lipitor 40 mg one h.s., Novolin 70/30 10 units q.a.m., Norco 10/325 mg one daily p.r.n., gabapentin 600 mg one t.i.d., and Novolin 70/30 5 units in p.m.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had uterine cancer. Paternal grandmother had diabetes. His father had lung cancer. Cousins all died with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes history of cocaine, marijuana, cigarette smoking and alcohol use. He stated that he has not used any illicit drugs in several months.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has generalized weakness. He has had weight loss. He further reports chills.

Skin: No color changes.

Neck: He reports decreased motion and pain.

Cardiovascular: He reports cough and dyspnea. He has dyspnea worsened by exertion. He reports palpitations.

Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency.

Gastrointestinal: He has history of hemorrhoids.

Musculoskeletal: He has joint pain and weakness.

Neurological: He has dizziness and vertigo.

Psychiatric: He reports nervousness, anxiety, depression and insomnia.

Endocrine: He has heat intolerance. Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 115/65, pulse 79, respiratory rate 20, height 70 inches, and weight 165 pounds.

The remainder of the examination is unremarkable except for midline scar in the abdominal region.

LAB WORK: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 80 beats per minute. No significant ST/T wave changes noted.

IMPRESSION: This is a 72-year-old male with multiple medical problems to include diabetes, hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and varicose veins presented with circulation problems. He has slightly decreased pulses on examination.

PLAN: Echocardiogram, stress test and arterial Doppler to rule out findings of PAD.
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
