Mrs. Goodall was seen regarding osteoarthritis since she has dementia and she is nonambulatory. She is under hospice care and she speaks, but she is not really well oriented. A Foley is back due to urinary retention. She has put it out several times in the past.

She does have osteoarthritis and thickening of the knees, but she denied any specific pain when seen.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, or dysuria, but she has Foley in place. She does complain of a dull headache it is frequent and Tylenol helps.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed. She is debilitated. She is under hospice care. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 90/60, temperature 98.2, pulse 91, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 94%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: She has thickening of the knees and no joint inflammation or effusion. She is nonambulatory.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Goodall has osteoarthritis and she uses Biofreeze gel twice a day. She is also on Tylenol suppository if needed every six hours and she has ibuprofen as needed.

2. She has urinary retention and has a Foley.

3. She has essential hypertension stable. Continue metoprolol 50 mg twice a day. She is not oriented to time and place. She could not tell me the date, day, month, or season. She knew the city, but not the place, country, state, or floor. She does have some degree of dementia. At this time, she will not benefit from cholinesterase inhibitors. She is under hospice care.
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
