Ms. Kritlow was seen regarding hypertension, history of stroke, history of GI bleeding, and osteoarthritis.

HISTORY: Ms. Kritlow has osteoarthritis of knees and shoulders and has decreased right shoulder range of motion. She denies any injury and feels that she is slightly sore over years of playing golf, which she played quite a bit in the past. She last golfed probably about 10 years ago when she was 85. She had stroke in the past and that mainly affected her tongue and speech, but for the most part that is improved. She is quite coherent and oriented. She has some hearing impairement, however, we could communicate without severe difficulty. She had GI bleeding and ulcer in the past and occasionally she rarely gets little blood in the stool. It is not frequent and not recent. She is on Protonix 40 mg daily. Her hypertension is currently stable and she denies any headache or cardiac symptoms.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for osteoarthritis, stroke, hearing impairment, glaucoma, renal problems, hypercholesterolemia, hypertension, urinary incontinence, gastroesophageal reflux disease, GI bleed, and peptic ulcer.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died and he had stroke and had alcoholism. Her mother died in her 70s with a stroke. She has son deceased at 63 of heart attack and he had hypertension. She has daughter with hypothyroidism and one died at 53 of massive stroke and had rheumatoid arthritis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills. Eyes: No major complaints. ENT: Decreased hearing. No sore throat or hoarseness. Respiratory: No dyspnea, cough or sputum. Cardiovascular: No chest pain, dizziness, or palpitation. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting or diarrhea. GU: She has some frequency, but no dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill Vital Signs: Temperature 97.4, pulse 64, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements intact. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal. Neck: Supple. No mass or nodes. Lungs Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No *_______215___* sounds or murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No palpable organomegaly. Musculoskeletal: She has bit of decreased right shoulder range of motion. Neurologic: Cranial nerves are grossly normal and sensation intact. Mental Status: She is completely oriented to time, place and person. She could tell me the day, date, year, month and season. She could also tell me the place, city, state, county and floor. Affect is normal.
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Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Kritlow has hypertension currently controlled with lisinopril and hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg one daily with nifedipine ER 60 mg daily.

2. She has history of stroke and is on aspirin 325 mg daily. She appears to be recovered from that.

3. She had previous GI bleeding, but is tolerating the aspirin.

4. She has glaucoma and I will continue Xalatan 0.005% one drop in the right eye daily plus timolol 05 one drop in the right eye b.i.d.

5. She has hyperlipidemia and I will continue atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

6. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease and *________332__*. I will continue Protonix 40 mg daily.

7. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
