Dear Ms. Gardner & Dr. Kirby:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Gonyea with stage IV advanced chronic kidney disease, hypertension, COPD, and history of low-grade capillary bladder carcinoma, which was removed by Dr. Kirby.  He states he has not had recent followup visit, I am not sure if he has scheduled one or he believes he actually does not need anymore followup visits.  He has been feeling well.  His last visit was January 25, 2022.  His weight is up about 5 pounds since that time and he has had no hospitalizations or procedures since that time.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood, or melena.  He has nocturia three times at night.  No cloudiness or blood in the urine and no incontinence.  He has unchanged edema of the lower extremities, no ulcerations.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No syncopal episodes.  No dizziness.  No oxygen.  He does require nebulizer treatment.  No orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and Lasix was decreased from 80 mg a day to 40 mg a day since his last visit and otherwise his medications are unchanged from his previous visit.
Physical Examination:  His weighted 126 pounds, blood pressure 141/82.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done in June 17, 2022, his creatinine is 2.8 that was same as it was in April, previous other levels were 2.2, 2.4 and 2.7, so he does fluctuate, his sodium is 137, potassium 4.7, carbon dioxide 25, calcium is 9.4, albumin 3.8, phosphorus 3.3, intact parathyroid hormone is 123, hemoglobin is 11.9 with a normal white count and normal platelet.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IV chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No uremic symptoms.  No nausea or vomiting.  No chest pain.  No fluid overload symptoms.  Hypertension currently near to goal and COPD nebulizer treatment has been effective.  He will have monthly lab studies done and he will be rechecked in this practice in the next 4 to 6 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
