CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn and gastric reflux, sinus pressure and followup for nasal septal deviation and right ovary cyst.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has been noticing acid reflux lately more and it is worsening during the nighttime. The patient sometimes has a sore throat. The patient was seen by ENT specialist and is scheduled for sinus surgery. The patient stated that constantly she has sinus pressure and sometimes it is worse. The patient has mild cough without any sputum production.
The patient also has nasal septal deviation and she is undergoing ENT treatment and surgery. The patient had a pelvic ultrasound that showed right ovarian corpus luteum cyst and she had some vague pain in lower abdomen three weeks ago. Now, the patient has no pain and feels much better.

ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for seizures and she is on Keppra 750 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and she is on Singulair 10 mg once a day.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Recent surgery – none. The patient had hysterectomy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and lives with her husband and two children. The patient works as a machine operator. The patient never smoked cigarette or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, double vision, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, exposure to any infections, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper and lower extremities, severe back pain or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:

HEENT: Examination reveals sinus pressure and mild congestion in the nasal passages bilaterally.
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NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement or stridor.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
