History: Ms. Sandra Johnson was seen today and several problems were discussed. First is she has been on Climara patch as she is postmenopausal and has had hysterectomy and the estradiol patch is the safest way to go because it bypasses the liver and she has used it for a while and I do not know why we need approval every few months; anyway, that will be sent for approval. The second problem is the patient states she was sitting accidentally at the edge of the bed and lied down and fell asleep and, when she woke up, she tried to turn around and she forgot that she was just sleeping on the wrong side of the bed and it was a high bed and the patient ended up falling on the floor. She made an appointment at Central Texas Sports Medicine and saw Dr. Garcia who only found fracture of the right clavicle and she was treated conservatively for that, but she was not able to raise her right arm properly and the patient was seen and ended up finally getting MRI of the right shoulder and it showed shoulder impingement syndrome. The patient was referred to Dr. Bramhall who suggested she had to have surgery done and the patient is due for surgery on 07/28/2022. The patient has restricted range of motion of right shoulder and the clavicle fracture seems to have healed. With the right shoulder, she is trying to do exercises at home and this visit was to inform me of what was going on and that she was going to have the shoulder surgery done. She denies any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. I will see her in the office in about four to six weeks after the surgery. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
