Her skin seems to be clearing up. Her joint pains are better. She is not taking any steroids.
She has history of:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Multiple chronic problems, but Enbrel seems to have suited her. The psoriasis on her hands is better.

She has some tingling and numbness in the tips of right first, second and third fingers and the thumb and second and third fingers and I think this is because of carpal tunnel. She has similar problems in her left hand, but now that as she is having in the right hand, I advised her to wear a right forearm brace and see how she does on that. She may need some carpal tunnel testing. Med list reconciled. I need to order A1c, microalbumin in urine, CBC, CMP, and lipid panel. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
