Neck: Supple without masses. No lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rashes or lesions. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis with left otitis media.
