The patient returns to the office with history of recent chlamydia, with him and his girlfriend treated here, now concerned because of wanting to be rechecked with chlamydia with clearing symptoms, also bilateral ear discomfort with itching for four days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Followup chlamydia with recent treatment, throat irritation with phlegm, concerned about balanitis, wants repeat chlamydia test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia and herpes simplex-1.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None reported.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Lesion on shaft of his penis for two years without clearing with *__________* given before. Past history of chlamydia a month ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Without restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits. Genitalia: *__________* lesion on the distal shaft of the penis *__________* 3 x 6 cm, also minor inflammation of glans.
IMPRESSION: Recent chlamydia and balanitis.

PLAN: The patient is given Lotrisone and Mycolog II cream. Advised about STD prevention and repeat chlamydia screening.
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
