PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with status post skin rash for the past several days, back and neck.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety, depression, and scoliosis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal, C-section, and cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Geodon 40 mg at bedtime and Zoloft *__________* 50 mg.

ALLERGIES: IODINE.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Depression, recent divorce, *__________* working seven days a week now.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative other than above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of multiple personalities and agitation and several years ago, placed on Geodon with good control, by Dr. Creek, also diagnosed with bipolar disorder. Past medical history is negative other than above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: With multiple papular type lesions on the back of the neck without fluctuance or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Denies suicidal or homicidal ideation. Affect depressed.
IMPRESSION: Folliculitis with bipolar disorder.
PLAN: Refilled Geodon for one month with instructions of making sure to follow up with Dr. Creek or seek psychiatric referrals. Given prescription for Z-PAK and topical care for lesions on neck. Follow up as needed.
