FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal edema. Neck: With 1+ lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or organomegaly. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained which was positive.

DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with strep pharyngitis and allergic rhinitis by history.
PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin for 10 days and an injection of Rocephin.
