The patient presents with history of fever, runny nose, left earache, sore throat, and headaches for the past two days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complained of sore throat, sinus congestion, fever, chills, and lethargy for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Popping ears when swallows, also history of not able to swallow pills and with some dysphagia. Past history without abnormalities.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 101.9. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx without evidence of oral airway obstruction or enlarged tonsils. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation within normal limits.

The patient had flu, strep and COVID tests performed in office with positive strep test.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis with influenza type symptoms.
PLAN: The patient given injection of Rocephin with oral amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
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
