FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Without abnormalities.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Obstruction to right nostril with 1+ tenderness to nasal bridge with slight swelling from prior fracture. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rashes. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had no further testing done today.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Motor vehicle accident with neck and back sprain, currently resolved without residual. The patient was released, to follow up as needed.
