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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in April 2021, in Korea Osan Air Force Base.  The patient was working as a mechanic.  The patient was working in Humvee military truck.  The patient was working under an engine.  As he was standing up, he hit the top of the head against the engine hoist.  He hit directly on top of the head.  He immediately had severe head pain.  The patient felt lightheadedness and dizziness.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, he immediately he needed to sit down.  The patient tells me that he was having severe headaches.  The patient was taken to the Military Hospital at Base.  The patient was evaluated there.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient has disorientation and sensitivity to light severely for about a month and a half after that.  The patient also at times feels confused.
Since the incident, the patient has chronic headaches.  The patient tells me that he has headaches almost every day.  His headache is mostly on top of the head.  The patient tells me that the headache is intense.  Last several hours every day.  The patient has limited mobility.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has difficulty to communicate properly because of these severe head pain.
The patient is currently working for construction company.  The patient has severe sensitivity to light.  The patient also had severe headaches.  The patient sometimes had difficulty to communicate with other workers.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are significant affecting his job in the construction company.

The patient MoCA examination is 30/30 today.
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
