PATIENT NAME: Kilian, Vickie

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/21/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s cellulitis of the leg has improved. However, she still has more swelling of the right leg compared to left lower leg. The patient has chronic venous insufficiency. She has superficial wounds and not able to use knee high compression stocking at present.

PLAN: The patient will continue Zyvox till gone. She will get CBC and CMP at Medical Center Hospital and after we get results we will start her on Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day as she is about to finish Zyvox. Cellulitis has improved. The patient’s left great toe had blister four days ago and it has ruptured and we applied dressing and we advised patient to continue dressing at home. Lasix will be increased to Lasix 40 mg one per day alternate with two per day because of the swelling of the leg. The patient does not want DVT ultrasound of the leg at present. She will be seen again in one week.
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
