SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from June 13, 2022 to June 19, 2022. Discharge diagnosis was COVID-19 infection, acute hyponatremia, nausea, vomiting, hypokalemia, and dehydration. The patient had a persistent vomiting resulting in hyponatremia and low potassium level. The patient was also seen by Dr. Reddy and Dr. Tejas Patel during the hospital stay and she has appointment to see Dr. Tejas Patel. The patient has a previous history of vomiting. She was also seen by Dr. Syam Vemulapalli during the hospital stay. The patient was on oxygen by nasal canula. Her COVID-19 infection has improved. During the hospital stay, olmesartan was discontinued and she was given losartan. Olmesartan is not in a formulary therefore we had given her losartan. The patient was also taking furosemide at that time.

PLAN: The patient complains of nausea and we will order Zofran for nausea. The patient ran out of losartan that she had in the past and we will order losartan 50 mg daily. The patient was seen by video visit for transitional care. We advised patient to discontinue Alledronate because she has nausea. The patient will also discontinue furosemide as she has history of low serum sodium and low potassium. The patient is going to have blood test done at MCH as an outpatient and she will call us for the results. She is going to have blood test done in next few days to monitor her sodium and potassium.
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
