PRESENT ILLNESS: Continues with pain in the right shoulder and lower back, he states right knee better, with MRIs of knee, skull and lower back per orthopedist. He states he is still having a lot of pain, shoulder and right arm.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes mellitus and followed here.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metformin, glipizide, and lisinopril.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Slight elevation of blood pressure 142/82.
