PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Negative for JVD or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft with 1+ tenderness right lower quadrant without guarding, rigidity or rebound. Back: Negative for CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Abdominal pain with unexplained rectal bleeding.
PLAN: The patient will be referred to go to the Texas Emergency Room Hospital as soon as possible or any other hospital of their choice for further evaluation including CAT scan today.
