HISTORY: Ms. Hanlon was seen for hospital followup. She actually was in the ER. She has felt to be dry and dehydrated given IV fluids as a food. The onset came fairly quickly. She actually had *__________* felt cold, however, she came around very quickly. She has dementia with Lewy body, which is about baseline. She does hallucinate.

Her gastroesophageal reflux disease is stable and gait is stable at the present time. She has history of hypertension, but blood pressure was stable. At this point of time, she is not on any antihypertensives.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, bleeding, or other acute complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing and is adequately nourished. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Hanlon said to have dehydration, at least hypovolemia. She is given IV fluids and she improved. There has been no more syncope and she does not feel dizzy at the present time.

2. She has dementia, which is believed to be Lewy body or Alzheimer’s, but she has had hallucinations. I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily and memantine 10 mg twice a day. She is on Seroquel for psychosis and seems to be tolerating this okay.

3. She has history of hypertension stable without medications.

4. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease stable with omeprazole 20 mg daily.

5. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue meloxicam 15 mg daily. She does seem to be tolerating this without any GI symptoms. 

6. She has constipation. I will continue MiraLax 17 g in 8 ounces of water daily.
