HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old married Caucasian male, father of four children, who owns eight businesses, who presents for a complaint of depression, anxiety and short-term memory loss. Onset of illness was in May 2020 when the patient had a CVA. The patient was hospitalized at Stony Brook University Hospital for one week followed by rehabilitation at St. Charles for one week. The patient was left with a mild left-sided hemiparesis, residual weakness in the core, swallowing difficulties, and impairment of speech. The patient stated that his speech gets worse if he is not conscious of not speaking out of the right side of his mouth. It is more pronounced when he is tired. However, he feels tired all the time now. He stated that he used to have no trouble running his eight businesses.
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In mid October 2021, the patient had a case of C. diff. He went on antibiotics back and forth every two to three weeks; then he developed COVID at the same time. His C. diff lasted until one month ago. He has been on many medications for it. With regard to his memory loss, he feels that he forgets things often, especially short-term conversations. He will be told something in the day time and forgets it by evening. He describes it as a draining on his brain. He feels he cannot concentrate for long periods of time. He has trouble focusing and multitasking. When he cannot complete something, he shuts down, wants to go sit and gets overwhelmed. It is hard for him to tell people he is overwhelmed. He feels like people will look at him as if he is a “lazy bum”. He has lost a significant amount of confidence in his abilities. He stated that his memory loss *__________*
