Thank you for your continued support.

Victoria is a 52-year-old female who comes here for followup. She has anemia, which was believed to be iron deficient, however, after intravenous iron as well as oral iron her serum iron level stays low and her ferritin now has improved to 437. Last CBC showed WBC count of 18.2, hemoglobin 8.7, hematocrit was 31.1, platelets were 736, and RDW was 21.6. All these indices are suggestive of iron deficiency anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient complains of joint pain and extreme weakness. She is a hairdresser and she is not able to work on account of severe pain and weakness in both upper extremities.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 142 pounds, and blood pressure 111/70.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia with poor response to intravenous iron.

2. Joint deformity and pain and weakness to rule out lupus.

3. History of lymphadenopathy in the past.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, sed rate, CMP, iron, and ANA once available we could make further recommendations at some stage she might need a bone marrow aspiration biospy. By the way for the hand pain, I did x-ray of both hand, but they are unremarkable.
