REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies neck pain. Denies stiff neck. Denies discharge from his nose. Denies nasal congestion. Denies cough. Denies chest pain. Denies travel history. Denies recent swimming.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 104/65.
Pulse 40.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Ears: Right Ear: Tragal tag is positive. No mastoid tenderness. Erythematous and edematous EAC. TM is dull with effusion and effusion appears purulent. TM is erythematous.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound. No guarding.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right otitis externa acute.

2. Right otitis media acute.

3. Right ear pain.

The patient was prescribed the following.

1. Ciprodex samples were given, one drop three times a day for 10 days.

2. Amoxicillin 250 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
