The patient states she retired from A&M on mental disability grounds and she states since then she has done different kinds of work. Her work last time was working in the children’s shelter on the border and that was working for two weeks in a row and then another two weeks off. She has had low B12, low magnesium, and low iron. So, I am going to check all that and then give her. The patient states she is off all antidepressants, is taking anti-anxiety medication. Her med list reconciled. I am not giving her any medicine. I have ordered labs and mammograms. I did an EKG that was within normal limits. I am going to see her in the office in two weeks.
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
