ANDERSON, GUY

This is a 66-year-old gentleman who is being recertified for hospice care.

Since last evaluation, the patient has been hospitalized with pneumonia secondary to aspiration. He has lost weight. He has become much more *__________* to the point that he no longer is able to stay at home. Since hospitalization, he has been placed in a care center and he is living in a care center and not with his wife any longer.

He has also lost weight. He requires medication to control his behavior because his behavior has worsened in the past three months. His weight loss is around 5 pounds. His appetite has diminished to about 10 to 20% of each meal. He looks emaciated, which is unavoidable given his dementia. The family has reports that no heroics, no further hospitalization, no PEG tube and/or any other excessive modalities to keep the patient alive. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting. He is not oriented to person, place or time any longer, which is a new issue since last visit. He has a KPS score of 40% and he is no longer to return home because of his behavioral issue. He has continued to decline given his end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia; therefore, he remains hospice appropriate.
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
