This 92-year-old woman is being evaluated for hospice certification. She has diagnoses of heart failure, dementia, behavior issues, hypertension, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypothyroidism, weakness, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. Her dementia is associated with forgetfulness as well as behavioral issues which requires medication at times. She has lost her appetite; she is only eating 10% of her meals. She has shown continuous decline since last visit in the face of weight loss, diminished mental status, and diminished physical function. She only responds to her name and nonverbal. No longer able to ambulate by herself. High risk of fall. She declines wheelchair at this time. Most of the time, it has been difficult to keep the patient in the wheelchair because of behavioral issue. She has also lost weight in her lower extremity consistent with muscle wasting, temporal wasting. KPS score of 40%. As I stated, incontinence of bowel and bladder and total ADL dependency. The patient has shown decline in the areas mentioned above since last certification, therefore, remains hospice appropriate. The patient has chosen per the patient to die at home in dignity. The patient is a DNR and has opted against any PEG tube placement or heroics for now or in the future.
