BERRY, CHARLES
Mr. Berry is a 69-year-old gentleman with history of malignant neoplasm of the right kidney. The patient has a history of chronic kidney disease. He is suffering from protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, and weight loss as well as requiring help with ADL. The patient has severe pain because of his cancer diagnosis. Given his stage IV cancer and the progression of his disease and his declining overall health, he has decided on hospice care. While on hospice, he has become more short of breath because of his severe emphysema as well as his metastatic disease who requires oxygen at all times. He is anemic. He has severe pain in his ribs and bones related to his metastatic disease which requires the help of hospice to control his pain and care at home. His wife Janice is his primary caregiver and assists with his care. He has a KPS score of 60% and has continued to decline since last visit and since last certification given the findings above. He is at a high risk of fall and is expected to live less than six months, hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
