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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in May 1975.  The patient was in Fort Sill in Oklahoma.  The patient was in a military vehicle.  The military vehicle was going fast.  He tells me that as the military vehicle was going fast, he was a passenger.  He suddenly got thrown inside of the military vehicle to the outside.  The patient tells me that he hit the ground.  The patient tells me that he lost consciousness.  He hit the head.  He completely blacked out.  He thinks he was blocked out for about 45 minutes.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient was taken to Reynolds Army Hospital.  The patient was evaluated.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with head injury.  The patient tells me that his head was hit during the accident by a weapon.  It was a very heavy weapon gun. He hit the head.  It was a machine gun. He hit the head and he was injured from that.  The gun was called M60 according to the patient.

The patient tells me that since the incidence, he has chronic headaches.  The patient tells me that he has a memory deficit.  The patient tells me that he has light sensitivity.  The patient tells me that he is not able to focus.  The patient has difficulty sleep at night.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient is taking Motrin for head pain. The patient is also taking lithium and also clonazepam.

The patient tells me that he has been disabled since 1985.  The patient tells me he is not able to walk.  He is on a motorized wheelchair.  The patient tells me he has not walked for many years.

The patient tells me that he is not working.  He is currently disabled.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in a motor vehicle accident in May 1975 in which he was in the military vehicle, and then he got into accident.  The patient tells me that the machine gun that he was carrying hit the head, injured his head.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up with confused and disorientation.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about 45 minutes.  The patient does not know what happened after that.  This happened in Fort Sill Oklahoma.  The patient tells me that he was taken to Reynolds Military Army Hospital.  The patient was evaluated there.  The patient was diagnosed of concussion.  Since then he has been having severe headaches.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness after the motor vehicle accident, the confusion, disorientation, are signs and symptoms of suggesting traumatic brain injury.  Since then he also has severe headaches, insomnia symptoms, these all signs and symptoms are traumatic brain injury.
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
