HPI: An 88-year-old seen in her room. She was well groomed, pleasant, when I came in she knew who I was and stated she was waiting for me. Overall, she states that she is sleeping, appetite is, in her words, too good. She denies any untreated pain and gets about in her wheelchair, which she can propel though it does take her some time for rest breaks. She has a history of sundowning, Haldol has been used and is of benefit. She is starting to have some breakthrough at h.s. occur. She states her family checks on her, her daughter-in-law comes routinely, brings her flowers every Monday. She comes out onto the unit for some activities, but fewer and fewer.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with progression, sundowning, CAD, atrial fibrillation, CHF, HTN, DM II, and history of UTIs.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/18/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: DARVON and DARVOCET.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/68, pulse 67, temperature 98.2, respirations 20, and O2 saturation 98%.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. Symmetric excursion without cough.

CARDIAC: An irregularly irregular rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant, nontender. Bowel sounds present.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She has some memory deficits both short and long-term, is able to make her point and is aware of her deficits, appears to be more realistic about the general overall course of her dementia. Orientation x1-2. She makes good eye contact. Speech is clear. She will pause when she needs to, in good spirits.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Sundowning with some breakthrough at h.s. Haldol 0.25 mg a.m. and h.s. and we will give that some time to see how it is effective for her. She is not drowsy with the daytime dose per her report.

2. DM II, is due for A1c, order written.
3. General care. Issues are addressed, the patient appears stable and we will see her next month.
