CC: General care.

HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced unspecified dementia, seen sitting in the dining room, she was actually feeding herself and doing so at a pretty good clear up. Staff comment to me that they were having difficulty getting her to eat for the longest time even with feed assist, now only does she not need them to help her, but she wants to feed herself and generally cleans her plate. She smiled at me, did not talk and they state that she is primarily nonverbal and when she does speak it is random. The patient is in a wheelchair that she is unable to propel, has to be transported. Sleeps at night. No significant behavioral issues at this time.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression, wheelchair bound, HTN, hypothyroid and there had been weight loss, unable to clarify whether that continues.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/18/2022.

ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL.

DIET: Regular with Ensure b.i.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert, but quiet, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/60, pulse 74, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 95%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
RESPIRATORY: Her lung fields are clear with a normal effort and rate. No cough.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, but she is able to move about, do what she needs, is weight-bearing for transport assist to wheelchair, at times has to be fully lifted.
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SKIN: Thin, dry, intact. No breakdown.
NEURO: Orientation x1, quiet, primarily nonverbal and when she does speak, it is random and out of context.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: PO intake, this is improved and she is now feeding herself. We will have them weigh her every two weeks x2 and then monthly.
