DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY
She continues to use her walker and will toilet, but has occasional accidents, sleeps through the night and feeds herself.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression, HTN, depression and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., citalopram 10 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., Namenda 28 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d., KCl 10 mEq b.i.d., probiotic 250 mg q.d., Senna Plus b.i.d., and tramadol 50 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: TETANUS TOXOID and ADSORBONAC.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in the dining room feeding self.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 157/59, pulse 73, temperature 96.9, respirations 17 and oxygen saturation 96%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weight-bearing, uses her walker, will stop to rest when needed. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Makes eye contact. Generally, has like a confused look on her face that she is trying to figure out who I was, but she smiles, she is pleasant and cooperative, does follow directions, but generally behavior is appropriate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dementia. There continues to be progression, but she is not having any emotional issues as part of that. Continue with Namenda until current supply is out, then we will discontinue order.

2. Code status. The patient has a court-appointed guardian and we have not been able to make contact with the new court-appointed guardian and there has been reluctance on the part of the previous and understandably to make a decision regarding DNR, so she will remain full code.
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
