CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 92-year-old who has had an abnormal CBC; it was sent back to lab for a an LAP score who stated that it does not demonstrate any myelocytic or lymphoid process; sometimes, these findings can be consistent with a myeloproliferative disorder. She had abnormality in her CBC, which will be reviewed. She is seated today in the dining room feeding herself, she is quiet, does not take her eyes off her plate, let me examine her without any difficulty.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia without BPSD, abnormal CBC, anxiety, constipation, history of UTIs, GERD, IBS without diarrhea and degenerative disc disease.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/18/2022 note.
DIET: Regular with chopped meat.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/62, pulse 71, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 95%.
RESPIRATORY: Does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but her lung fields are clear. Symmetric excursion and cough.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x1, will at times make eye contact to her name. She speaks much less and if she does it is just a word or two, unable to give information, is able to communicate her needs.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Abnormal CBC. I have obtained a LAP score, which rules out lymphoma or leukemic process and currently her values for an H&H are acceptable, we will contact family and review this with them. The patient at this point is really not a candidate for any kind of chemotherapy, but we will include them in that decision-making.
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
