CC: Facial spots.
HPI: An 85-year-old was added after nursing staff noted red spots on her face. The patient was cooperative to exam, did not seem to be disturbed by the lesions; apparently, did not know that they were there.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: By exam, she has clear demarcated spots, but scattered and no distinct pattern on cheeks and forehead. By palpation, there was a scaly surface, no apparent tenderness, warmth and/or edema. No similar lesions noted on her neck or her upper chest.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Psoriatic lesions. Triamcinolone cream 0.1% thin film a.m. and h.s. until lesions resolved and then can use p.r.n.
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
