CC: Lab review and Haldol has been on hold.
HPI: An 80-year-old who returned on Haldol after hospitalization and skilled care post treatment for left-sided aspiration pneumonia. She has progressed over the past two weeks. She was seen sitting up in a chair in the day room and participating in an activity though she was slow moving. When I spoke to her, she smiled. She was cooperative to exam. She answered some basic questions with a couple word answers that were appropriate. Staff report that her family has quit coming to visit her every day after I spoke to them last week and recommended they just give her some time; they were coming to see her and thinking to make her feel better they would take her off unit, which was actually just more fatigue. They visited last evening bringing her a shake and left.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, Parkinson’s disease advanced, osteoporosis, pain management, insomnia and history of delusions appears resolved.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Mechanical soft with chopped or ground meat and Boost one can q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is sitting in wheelchair in dayroom.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/61, pulse 66, temperature 97.2, respiratory rate 18, oxygen saturation 95%, and weight 118.6 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort, relatively clear, no cough.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She tends to lean to one side, but has fair neck stability. No lower extremity edema. She is weight-bearing for transfers.
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SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Orientation times 1 to 2. She makes eye contact. She states just a few words and did smile, seemed in good spirits.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. Total protein is decreased at 5.4. She is on Boost one can daily, we will leave it at that for now and remainder of CMP fairly unremarkable.
2. CBC review. WNL. Continue with care as is.
