CC: Patient med request.

HPI: An 88-year-old seen in room. She was watching television, alert, and stated that she felt okay and she then starts to think about things and I told her we are not to go looking for problems that I was just there to talk to her about her request and that it was okay. She wanted to have a multivitamin at bedside that she could self-administer. She is coming out for meals and has started coming to activities and seems to be much stronger then she gives herself credit for.

DIAGNOSES: Pancreatic insufficiency, GERD, dysphagia left-sided hemiparesis, and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg q a.m., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s. B-complex q.d., Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Plavix q.d, Creon one cap t.i.d h.s., Fiber-Lax b.i.d, fish oil 1000 mg b.i.d. gabapentin 600 mg h.s, hydralazine 100 mg t.i.d, losartan 50 mg q.d., Mag-Ox q.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s, omeprazole 20 mg q.d. KCl 10 mEq b.i.d, prazosin 4 mg h.s., Pure Encap one cap t.i.d, Senna h.s., torsemide 40 mg b.i.d. and vitamin D3 1000 mcg q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient well groomed and ready for bed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/60, pulse 64, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, and weight 139.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. She has no lower extremity edema though she always looks to point out that she may have some at her ankles.

NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and oriented x2-3. She makes her needs known and understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. MVI may be kept at bedside to self-administer.
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
