CC: Medication change requested.

HPI: A 97-year-old who requests an adjustment in her Colace dosing. She states that she is not requiring b.i.d. docusate and would like to have that adjusted. She is seen in her room. She tells me that things that are good and then starts talking about things that are not good. She is very hard of hearing. So, I have to almost yell for her to hear me and she talks quite loudly. She has a manual wheelchair that she propels around and is able to transfer herself. She denies any pain and has a good appetite. Sleeps through the night and comes out for meals and any other time she wants.

DIAGNOSES: ASCVD, chronic systolic CHF, HLD, LEE, depression/anxiety, GERD, and MCI.

MEDICATIONS: Amiodarone 200 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg q.p.m., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d, losartan 50 mg q.d., metoprolol 25 mg q.d., Protonix q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., and vitamin D3 1000 units q.d..

ALLERGIES: NAPROXEN.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant elder female who is very HOH.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/82, pulse 60, temperature 97.5, respiration 16, and weight 154 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propelled her manual wheelchair in room without any difficulty. She has trace ankle edema and moves her arms in a normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Oriented at least x 2 and difficult to assess x 3. She makes intense facial contact where he is trying to understand what is being said and gives lucid answers when she understands. Appropriate affect.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication adjustment. Colace is changed to 100 mg q.d. and additional 100 mg q.d p.r.n. available.
