CC: Leg wounds.

HPI: An 84-year-old with unspecified dementia advanced was in her room with the door locked and cranky about having to open it and then let me examine her. She was seen by podiatrist in the community earlier this week and they are requested that I follow up on her right ankle that she had wounds there that they were concerned about, but did not treat them were deferring for me to assess. The patient is ambulatory with the use of a walker. She was able to stand as she did not want to sit out during the exam.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia without BPSD, OA of bilateral knees, chronic pain, and seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Norco 7.5/325 mg b.i.d alternating with Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d and Metamucil q.d.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female somewhat irritable who seemed to calm down after being seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/63, pulse 75, temperature 97.5, respiration 18, O2 93% and weight 120 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1-2 pending the day. She has clear speech. Speaks a few words at a time. She has memory deficits.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Stands using her walker for balance. She has no lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Right ankle medial aspect, there are independent three punctuate wounds that are nondraining. No warmth or tenderness, but they are surrounding pink encompassing all three which are not in any specific pattern. Remainder of skin WNL.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Cellulitis related to three wounds as above. Currently no drainage, we will just keep the area clean. No dressing required. Keflex 500 mg b.i.d x7 days ordered.
