HPI: An 87-year-old with hypothyroidism is on replacement therapy. The patient’s TSH level was quite low November 2021 at 0.16 on 112 mcg of levothyroxine and dose decreased to 75 mcg q.d. Follow up TSH was 10.44 with levothyroxine increased to 88 mcg. Her current TSH is slightly elevated at 7.89 and we will increase her levothyroxine to 100 mcg q.d. with followup check in six to eight weeks. The patient was in the dining room sat with me while I told her that we were going over a lab and that we were changing her medicine little bit so that everything would be okay with her thyroid gland. She looked at me and she said thank you though I do not know that she understood what I was communicating, but I wanted to let her know that were taking care of that. She is doing well with no significant behavioral issues.
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
