Mr. Beauregard is a 77-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2010. He also has a history of right nephrectomy, bladder cancer, and renal cell carcinoma. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.1%. He is here today for insertion of the Eversense continuous glucose monitor. He is currently on the FreeStyle Libre and having difficulty with managing his sugars with this sensor. He is on Lantus 32 units once daily and NovoLog three times a day based on a sliding scale.

Plan:
1. We will place the Eversense continuous glucose monitor on this patient. We placed it on his left upper extremity. We used Xylocaine for anesthesia and inserted the glucose sensor subdermally.

2. We used Steri-Strips to close the incision. The incision was approximately 3 mm wide. He tolerated the procedure very well.

3. We also connected his sensor to his app on his phone and liked the transmitter as well as the sensor to his phone app.

4. He will be due for a followup removal and replacement of sensor in six months.

5. The serial number for the sensor is 274532, the lot number is WP08799, and expiration date is 12/30/2022.
