Ms. Sandelier is a 34-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism management. She was diagnosed with Graves’ disease in 2018. She also has a history of type II diabetes, fibromyalgia, lupus, chronic pain, rheumatoid arthritis, endometriosis, muscular atrophy and migraine headaches. She reports symptoms of heart palpitations, dry skin, fatigue, weight changes, hair loss, mood swings and an irregular menstrual cycle. She has some difficulty swallowing and some compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her hyperthyroidism, the patient is currently on methimazole 5 mg three times a day. We will check current thyroid function panel and get a baseline set of labs including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also get a TPO antibody level, TSI level, thyroglobulin antibody level and a TSH receptor antibody level.

2. We will review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

3. I have also ordered a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess for any thyroid nodules.

4. I have also ordered an 8 a.m. cortisol level.

5. For her lupus and other autoimmune disease including rheumatoid arthritis, my recommendation is to follow up with a rheumatologist.

6. For her migraine headaches, the patient states that she will be seeing a neurologist.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
