Mr. Rector is a 56-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypercalcemia evaluation. He also has a history of type II diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, GERD, allergic rhinitis, alcohol and tobacco use as well as cannabis dependence. The patient had a serum calcium level, which is elevated at 11 with a suppressed PTH level at 13 and a vitamin D level of 42.7. He denies any bone pain. He denies any fatigue or dry skin. He denies any significant changes in his weight. He denies any chest pain. He reports occasional shortness of breath with activity.

Plan:
1. For his hypercalcemia, his serum calcium level was reviewed and it is 11.0 mg/dL in the setting of a suppressed PTH of 13 and a vitamin D level of 42.7. I am going to get a set of confirmatory labs rechecking the calcium level as well as the PTH level.

2. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8%. Therefore, we will start him on Synjardy XR 10/1000 mg once daily and I would recommend this instead of taking the plain Jardiance 10 mg once daily.

3. For his shortness of breath with activity, I have ordered chest x-ray.

4. Notably, the patient had an abdominal ultrasound, which noted no acute abnormalities related to any malignancy. The patient has only lost about 8 to 9 pounds over the last couple of months. We need to monitor this closely.
