CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain and left-sided low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed pain in the right knee. It is on and off and it is worse upon exertion. The pain level is 6 to 7. The patient had x-ray of the right knee and results are reviewed and discussed with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding. Lately, the patient is also complaining of left-sided low back pain and there is no radiation of the pain to the lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of iron deficiency and he is on ferrous sulfate 325 mg one tablet twice a day for one month.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glipizide 5 mg one tablet twice a day, lispro insulin according to sliding scale, Tradjenta 5 mg once a day, and metformin 500 mg one tablet twice a day.  

All other medications are reviewed and reconciled.
ALLERGIES: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left sacroiliac joint and left lateral flexion is painful. Also, the patient has tenderness in the soft tissues of the left sacroiliac joint. 

PSYCHOLOGIC: Psychologically, the patient appears stable and has a normal affect.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan. All his questions are answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding.
