CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, cough, varicose veins of the legs and easy bruising.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that she has sore throat for past three to four days and she had a low-grade fever without any chills and fever improved today. The patient does have cough without sputum production and she has used over-the-counter medication without much relief.
The patient also stated that she has some swelling of the legs it is minimal and she has a history of varicose veins, but there is no calf swelling or pain. The patient also has easy bruising especially of the hands, but there are no open wounds.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, exposure to any infections or allergies, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg twice a day and metoprolol 25 mg half tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of coronary artery disease with stent and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives at home with her daughter and she is otherwise very active. The patient never smoked cigarettes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality. Nasal passages are unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Few varicose veins. There is no calf tenderness or swelling. There is a trace of pedal edema on the feet.
Right forearm has superficial bruising and there are no open wounds.
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
