CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for left foot pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left foot pain started a few weeks ago and he has undergone surgical treatment with podiatrist and the patient is requesting pain medication. The patient stated that pain level in the left foot is 6 or 7 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient has used acetaminophen with codeine in the past with good relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or constipation.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
