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Echocardiographic Report

Final Interpretation:

1. Moderate degree of aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.4 cm².
Please note that the patient had a bioprosthetic aortic valve replacement in 2009.

One leaflet is showing a 100% excursion. The leaflets are mildly taken.

Mean gradient across the aortic valve 10 mmHg. Dimensionless index is 0.44.

2. Moderate degree of mitral annular calcification
3. Cannot evaluate diastolic function.
4. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 60%.
5. Mild asymmetric septal hypertrophy of the base of the septum only base. Thickness here is 1.4 cm.
6. Mild to moderate right ventricular dilatation.
7. Moderate degree of right atrial enlargement.
8. Mild to moderate left atrial enlargement.
9. Moderate degree of atrial septal aneurysm.
10. Mildly dilated ascending aorta at 4 cm.
11. Mild mitral regurgitation. The mean gradient across mitral valve is 3.3 mmHg. The calculated mitral valve area is 2.2 cm² and this is due to moderate mitral annular calcification.
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12. Moderate to severe tricuspid regurgitation.
13. Moderate pulmonic regurgitation. Pulmonary artery pressure 46/14 mmHg with mean 25 mmHg suggesting mild degree of pulmonary hypertension.
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
